Awards Applicants are eligible to apply for an award up to $2000. Approximately eight awards will be selected. The grant period is May 5, 2010 to December 22, 2010. Applicants that have been selected for a grant will be informed by May 5, 2010.  These mini-grants are being made possible through a grant from State Farm®  to the Central Susquehanna Intermediate Unit/Center for Schools and Communities (CSIU/CSC).  Grants will be selected by the dropout prevention review committee with funds delivered from the CSIU who will be providing awarded applicants with a Letter of Agreement (LOA).  Upon receipt of the signed LOA, funding will be released.
Reporting - The Local Dropout Summit will need to be conducted by November 30, 2010 and a one page narrative and a Final Expenditure Report must be submitted by December 22, 2010 to the PSAYDN address above.
Allowable Cost items include- Meeting facilities, food, promotional printing, mailing, consultant trainer and presenters fees and travel costs are considered allowable costs.
